Journey of Faith and Community Building 
We have come a long way, guided by faith and supported by the Lord. Since last July, our community  
entered the Fourth phase of the Beacons of Light process, and we continue to progress together as the Holy 
Spirit Family of Parishes. 
 

Focus on Discipleship and Ecclesial Culture 
Over the past year, our efforts have centered on deepening discipleship and fostering an ecclesial culture 
that unites us. The leadership committee held a retreat, dedicated to strengthening themselves and discover-
ing ways to build a more cohesive community within the Holy Spirit Family of Parishes. During this two-
night, three-day retreat, the team identified five core values stemming from our vision statement, guiding 
how we live and grow together.

As a follow-up to “Radiate Christ,” we are committed to ongoing formation in response to 
our discipleship call. In the coming months, we will begin a series titled “Amazing Parish.” 
This series includes 13 video reflections; the leadership team has selected three that 
best illustrate our five core values. These sessions will help guide us in living out these 
values and strengthen our mission to serve as disciples.
